Yes! T he seat, canopy and basket are removable and machine washable in cold water with
mild detcrgent. A]Cter washing, Place the seat back onto the Fushchairfor drging. Machine
drging in not recommended. Rcmember to remove the seat Pancls before washing and to

rePlace them when 3ou’re finished.

Reminders

ALWAY S use your safety wrist strap any time a passenger is in the Pushchair.

ALWAY S engage rear food brake when loading and unloading a passenger.

NEVER leave a passenger unattended in or around the Pushchair.

NI VIR overload the Pushchair. Overloading the Fushchair may cause it to become unstable and tip over.
DO NOT allow your passenger to stand in the Pushchair. T his may cause the Pushchair to tip and

cause injurg to the passenger, 9ourselmc or others.

Flease remove them now and
set them aside to be used when the footwell is installed. [~ ach footwell is universal, meaning the there is no rigl‘\’cside/lcftsicle
clesignation. Mount each footwell bg bolting it to the AX]OM as shown in the Pl’woto. On the AXIOM is a set of holes that
will allow you to aéjust the l‘ncight and side to side anglc of each footwell. You will need to determine the correct l‘ncight and ang|e

for your aPPIication‘ Flcasc allow at least 1 cmptg hole between mountfng bolts for strcngtl’x and sccuritﬂ.

Ac]justable Height Handle

Your Pus%chair is equiPPecl with a height acljustable handle. To acljust
the handle to best suit your comfort, simp!g press the buttons located
on the inside of the handle near the end of the foam handle grip. Whilc
holc{ing the buttons in, acljust the handle up or down to the height that
is correct for you. Oncc therc, release the buttons and the handle will

lock into P]acc.

Wiist Strap

YourAxiom Pushchair is equippéd with a sancctg wrist strap which you

should always use when there is a passenger loaded. T he wrist strap is the
link between you and the Pushclﬁair and keeps the Pushclﬂair]crom ro”ing
away from your control by accident. Never leave a passenger unattended in
the Pushchair. T he wrist strap is constructed with ]oops on each end, one
large and one small. T he wrist strap should be attached to the Pushchair at
the frame member that runs between the rear whee]s, by ]ooPing around it
and inserting the ]argc looped end throug}w the small ]OOP and Pu”ing it tigl‘wt.
The large ]oop may now be wraPPed around your wrist attacf-xing you to the
Pushchair.

Your Axiom Pusl‘lcl—xair features footwells that are inéePendentlg adjustable to
passenger comfort. [~ ach footwell has the abi]it9 to adjust up and down in 1”
increments and 1,/2” to the right or left, from center. Additionally, each footwell
may be anglecl K¢} clegrecs to the right orleft or mounted uPsiclc down for

passengers with shorter ]egs, a”owing you to easi]y attain a customized fit.

[Harness Adjustment

You will want to do a one time gencral Positioning of the harness before Piacirig the passenger in

the seat. Once the passenger is in the seat then do the final harness acijustments as follows:

Acijust the chest strap to a comfortable icngth and connect the buckles.

Chcck to make sure all of the bolts are tig}wt and that sPrings are secure on the rear foot brake.
Chec‘( fabric seams and straPS )Cor)craﬁing and tearing.

KeeP Pushchair our of the sunandina clrg Place when not in use, to prevent mold and mildew.
Chcck the frame forloose rivets, cracks and wear.

Chec‘( to make sure all nuts and bolts are tight on the frame.

Wc recommend that you Put arust Prcvcntativc tyPc coating on your whccls, nuts, bolts, brake sPrings
and brake ca]ipcr on your Pushchair, These parts can also be maintained by clcaning with a damp clothe
and kecPing these Parts drg and free from debris.

Tl’lc tires on your Pusl’lclﬂair are a standard bicyclc size and have an inner tube. |n the event that one of
your tires will not hold air, the inner tube can be rcPIaced and both tires and inner tubes can be found at

Progessional bicgcle stores and most major retailers.
